
     The regular meeting of the Town Council was held on Monday, April 20, 2009 at 7:30 pm in the Parish Hall of the Risen Christ Lutheran Church on Highway 17 North, Horry County, SC.

With a quorum present, Mayor ProTem Maggioncalda called the meeting to order at 7:30pm and proceeded with the approval of minutes.  Copies of the minutes were previously distributed to Council and were available to the public.  Bell made a motion to approve the minutes of the special meeting March 9th; the workshop March 9th; and, the town meeting March 16th.  Herron seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The minutes of the March 9th special meeting, the March 9th workshop, and the March 16th town meeting were approved as written.

     Councilman Bell advised that there was an error on the financial statement for March and it is being corrected.  We will have to approve the March statement at the next town meeting.  Councilman Bell presented the financial statement and voucher for the period ending February 28, 2009 as it was carried over from the February town meeting due to Councilman Bell’s absence.  The balances as of February 28, 2009:  Checking  $27,299.12  General Fund  $304,147.22  Municipal Court  $1,498.48  Police Car Fund  $11,208.82  Victim’s Fund  $2,678.40  Contingency Fund  $76,617.17  Road Improvement Fund  $76,897,53 for a grand total of all accounts of $500,346.74.  Herron made a motion and Edelman seconded to approve the financial statement and voucher as presented.  The motion was unanimously approved.  Councilman Bell also reported that we have received the annual audit for FY2007/2008.
     Chief Lamparter provided the security report.  For the month of March, citations were written for (3) Driving under the influence with arrest; (3) for driving on suspended license or no license; (2) speeding; and, (7) others most of which consisted mostly of disregarding a red light.  The Chief advised he had received a request from the Spiritual Center to post the area at the end of Patterson Drive leading into the Center with “no parking”.  With the approval of Council, he suggested using some unused “No Parking This Side of Street” signs we have and he also offered to install these signs himself on the deer fence with a 2x4 behind it connected by a bolt.  There was some follow-up from February with the vehicle that was stolen and recovered.  No new activity was reported.  Chief Lamparter noted that false alarms have increased which means that people are using their alarms when they go out.  He noted that he would rather have false alarms indicating usage than people not using their alarms.  He hopes that everyone will continue using their alarms no matter how long they are gone or how far they are going.  He also alerted people to criminal activity in our neighboring areas.  There has been an increase in breaking and entering of autos in parking lots of the mall, restaurants, etc.  Please be sure to remove items from interiors and lock your vehicles.  Chief Lamparter advised he is working with James Anderson to review the placement of the “No Parking” signs on Beach Drive.  Mayor ProTem Maggioncalda called for a motion to approve the installation of the “No Parking This Side of Street” signs on Patterson as indicated by Chief Lamparter.  Herron made a motion to approve the signs.  Bell seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.  Chief Lamparter will install those signs at his convenience.

     The first item of old business is a presentation by James Evans representing Waste Industries.  He thanked the Town for allowing them to handle our solid waste and recycling.  He advised that the company felt that things were going good, but he asked if there were any areas of concern.  They will continue picking up solid waste on Mondays and Thursdays and recycling every other Thursday.  He also wanted to remind residents of their “Bag & Tag Program” for yard waste.  A few residents have already used the program.  They will pick up yard waste in bags or bundles at a cost of $1.50 per bag or bundle.  Residents should contact Irene Hemingway #397-5586 to purchase the tags ($1.50 each) to be affixed to the bag or bundle.  If Irene is not available ask for Annette Johnson.  They accept most credit cards except American Express.  To arrange pickup, you call Waste Industries at #397-5586 to schedule a pickup on Thursdays.  Calls made by Tuesday morning will be picked up that Thursday.  Calls after Tuesday, will be picked up the following Thursday.  Information on this program can be obtained from the town office.  Suzer Sachs and Sue Knight commented that they are doing a great job.  The clerk added that James had done a good job in working to resolve issues as they were brought to his attention.  James noted that the recycling effort in the Town is about 75%.  He briefly discussed what could be recycled by using samples that Councilwoman Edelman had provided.  The Town will prepare a flyer indicating what you can and can’t recycle to be distributed by email to residents and will also post it on the website.

     There were no committee reports and no public input offered.

     With no further business or discussion, Bell made a motion and Herron seconded to adjourn.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The meeting adjourned at 8:00 pm.
