     The regular meeting of the Town Council was held on Monday, August 15, 2011 at 7:30 pm in the Parish Hall of the Risen Christ Lutheran Church on Highway 17 North, Myrtle Beach, SC.

With a quorum present, Mayor Corbett called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.  Mayor Corbett called for a motion to approve the minutes of the workshop of July 11th and the town meeting of July 18th as written.  Copies of the minutes of both meetings were previously distributed to Council and were available to the public.  Edelman made a motion and Herron & Pell seconded to approve the minutes of both meetings as written.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The minutes of the workshop of July 11, 2011 and the minutes of the town meeting of July 18, 2011 were approved as written.

     Mayor Corbett then called for a motion to waive the reading of the financial statement and voucher and approve the report as written.  Stewart made the motion and Pell seconded.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The financial statement and voucher for the period ending July 31, 2011 was approved as written.

     Chief Lamparter provided the security report.  Citations were issued for the following:  (3) speeding; (1) vehicle registration violation; (1) Proof of Insurance; and, (1) careless operation.  July 30th, a resident reported suspicious unknown person in back yard. The subject was gone on arrival, unable to locate.  On the same day, the Chief received information from NMB Police about a male wanted in connection with an assault with intent to commit CSC that had been previously observed standing at the corner of Hwy. 17 and Middle Gate Rd.  A composite sketch of the suspect was emailed to residents.  August 2nd, the Snake Chaser caught and removed a 5.5 to 6 ft. alligator from the North Lake.  August 4th, the Chief issued a warning to a resident for noise ordinance violation concerning their rooster.  August 11th while en route to home, he found an abandoned car in the ditch on Tournament Blvd. that was being reported stolen via phone as the highway patrol arrived at the crash scene.  August 15th a motor vehicle collision on Hwy. 17.  Assistance was provided to County Police for the following:  August 1st assist HCPD with an active alarm with an open door on Waterway Ln.  August 8th assist HCPD with an assault & battery 2nd degree that occurred on 20th Avenue in Atlantic Beach.  Detained the suspect and then later met with the victim and GSRMC to take injury evidence photographs and obtain written statement.  A “No Commercial Activity” sign was added to the beach town limit with Ocean Creek Resort.  Random checks after posting have found good compliance with the County’s beach franchisee.  A purchase order was submitted to Benson Chrysler of Greer, SC for the purchase of one new police vehicle.  The Chief advised that he has completed his “Mandatory Retraining Notification” and it was sent to the SC Criminal Justice Academy on August 9th for the renewal of police certification in September.  A new speed limit sign was received today for Pine Tree Lane.  The Chief requested approval from the Council to install the sign.  The Chief also asked Council for their input on the disposal of the existing police vehicle as the dealer is not interested in a trade-in.  A resident had expressed an interest in the vehicle.  The Chief asked whether Council was interested in opening it up to residents, if Loris was not interested in the vehicle.  Mayor Corbett called for a motion to approve the installation of the new speed limit sign (15 mph) on Pine Tree Lane.  Stewart made a motion and Herron seconded to approve the installation of the new speed limit sign.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The Chief will install the sign.  The Mayor asked the Chief to recheck with Loris on the police vehicle and he can report this information to Council at the next meeting.  The Mayor questioned the Chief on the status of cameras at the gate.  After a brief discussion, the Chief plans to check back with Mr. Files again on this matter

     The first item of old business is second reading of Ordinance #2011-05 beach rules.  Edelman made a motion and Pell seconded to approve Ordinance #2011-05 as written.  Councilman Pell stated that Council reviewed the ordinance at the workshop and there were a few typos that needed to be corrected.  They have been corrected and are included in the ordinance before Council for approval.  The Mayor questioned where section 16-35 regarding cookers, etc. was corrected.  The clerk advised that those changes are reflected in the ordinance.  The Mayor also questioned the section regarding tents.  He was advised that we followed the County on this issue.  With no further discussion, the motion was unanimously approved. Ordinance #2011-05 was adopted as written.    

     Mayor Corbett then called for committee reports.  Councilwoman Edelman reported that she had attended a Coastal Alliance meeting and a stormwater workshop.  Councilman Pell advised that he and Councilwoman Edelman had attended some Lake Committee meetings in which the affect of the drought on our lakes was discussed.  He advised that he will be drafting the input received from residents on this matter into a document recommending steps that can be taken on a voluntary basis.  If we find that handling on a voluntary basis does not work, we can consider drafting an ordinance at a later date.  Councilman Pell also advised that he and Councilman Herron are meeting with David Parry and John Molnar to discuss the road plan from the Comprehensive Plan on Wednesday morning.  We hope to put real numbers on the plan over a period of time to be sure we have the funds necessary to take care of the roads over the next seven to eight years.  Councilwoman Stewart advised under landscaping that we are continuing pruning along the roadsides in areas where it is needed.  Middle Gate/Dogwood was pruned going toward the traffic light to provide better visibility.  We are also pruning Cabana/Live Oak.  We also cleared a large limb overhanging Hickory that had been previously reported as a hazard by the resident.  After Labor Day, the Town landscaper will be mowing the area along the highway.  Mayor Corbett suggested that we contact D.O.T. concerning the islands beneath the traffic light that need to be cleaned up.  There is a lot of dirt and weeds growing that reflect poorly on the Town.  Councilwoman Stewart said that she would contact D.O.T.

     The first item of new business is first reading of Ordinance #2011-03 with regard to animals.  Mayor Corbett called for a motion to approve first reading of Ordinance #2011-03 in title only.  Councilman Pell stated that David Schwerd will be sending a revised ordinance draft for Council to review at the workshop.  We have also asked David to draft an ordinance for consideration that addresses roosters.  It would basically add poultry to the livestock ordinance.  Chief Lamparter advised that the recent complaints concerning the rooster are being addressed under the noise ordinance.  With no further discussion, the motion was unanimous to approve first reading of Ordinance #2011-03.

     There was no public input as there were no residents in attendance.  

     Councilman Pell stated that we have not taken any official action to relieve Bob Hock as the Emergency Preparedness Director.  He advised that he has spoken to Jarrette Jacobs and he is willing to step into that role.  We would like to have Jarrette meet with Bob to get up to speed on those issues relating to emergency preparedness.  We would also like to appoint a resident to be the point person in case of an impending storm.  Expenses for this should be a line item in the budget.  Councilman Pell will talk to Mr. Hock concerning these issues.

     With no further business or comment, Pell made a motion and Herron seconded to adjourn.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The meeting adjourned at 8:10 pm.
