With a quorum present, Mayor Corbett called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  Mayor Corbett advised that Council was going to take public input now before calling for a motion to go into executive session.  Mayor Corbett called for public input.

Bob Hock (74 Cypress) – stated that the Firewise people will be in Town tomorrow and the agency that they report to (National Fire Prevention Agency) wants to take some videos in the Town.  Bob advised that he is going to meet them at the Cabana and take them around town.  He also noted that the 5ft. walkway construction has started at the Fire Station.  He further advised that some of the lot clearing that has been done recently is very good, but not all of it has been done, he has only seen three lots.  Fortunately, those are the three that he wants to show to the Firewise people tomorrow morning.  As far as the Water Quality Report, he talked to Tom Garigen today and he has answered some of his questions on the report.  He advised that he put out a report on lot #65 hearing summary and it has been circulated throughout the town.  

Councilwoman Edelman questioned why the National Fire Prevention Agency was going to make a video.  Bob advised that they wanted to see how the grant money was being used.  

     Mayor Corbett then called for a motion to go into executive session to hear comments and general information on the draft water quality study that the County has put in place.  Pell made the motion to go into executive session.  Herron seconded the motion.  With no discussion, the motion was unanimously approved.  COUNCIL WAS IN EXECUTIVE SESSION 6:45PM-7:45PM.

Pell made a motion and Herron seconded to return to open session.  The motion was unanimously approved.  Mayor Corbett then called for a motion to go into executive session to discuss lot #65.  Pell made the motion and Herron seconded to go into executive session.  With no discussion, the motion was unanimously approved.  COUNCIL WAS IN EXECUTIVE SESSION 7:45PM-8:15PM.  Council returned to open session.

     The next item on the agenda is the appointment of a replacement for David Parry for the Planning Commission.  Mayor Corbett asked if Council had any recommendations.  Hearing none, the Mayor suggested that we contact the Chairman and members of the Planning Commission for any recommendations that they may have.  Additionally, we could ask at the next meeting that anyone interested to submit their name.  

     The next item on the agenda is the hosting of the League of Cities meeting in April 2011.  The league of cities has requested that we host the upcoming meeting in April since we have never hosted a meeting.  They would like for the meeting to be held on either April 19th or April 26th.  The Mayor suggested that it could be held at the Cabana with a committee chairperson to plan the event.  We could ask for volunteers.  Councilwoman Stewart suggested that we first check with the Association.  Council agreed that we should host the meeting on April 26th depending on availability of the Cabana.

     The next item is the review of the agenda for the town meeting on Monday, January 24, 2011.  Old business will include:  Update on lot #65; Update on Draft Water Quality Report; and, Committee Reports.  New business will include:  Planning Commission vacancy and hosting of the League of Cities meeting in April.

     David Schwerd reported that the new building permit process is working well.  People are bringing the permit applications into the town office.  Council discussed the clearing of lot on Lake Drive and removal of trees.  Councilwoman Edelman suggested that Council should review the code concerning the placement of septic tanks near water bodies.  Also, David stated that sometime next week he plans to send out the draft action plans based on the executive summary of the Comprehensive Plan.  Council needs to consider the areas of responsibility and time lines.  We could possible discuss this at the February workshop.  

     With no further discussion, Pell made a motion and Herron seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was unanimously approved.  The meeting adjourned at 8:30 pm.
