     The Council workshop was held on Monday, July 11, 2011 at 7:30 pm in the Town office.

With a quorum present, Mayor Corbett called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.  The first item on the agenda is the contract with Phillips & Jordan for hurricane debris clean-up and debris removal.  The contract expires July 31, 2011.  With Bob Hock’s resignation, Council has not yet appointed a replacement for the Emergency Preparedness Director.  Mayor Corbett suggested a meeting with Mr. Hock and Jarrette Jacobs along with Councilman Pell or whoever to talk about what needs to be done next.  The Mayor requested that the clerk contact Phillips & Jordan and ask them to contact him in order to discuss the contract.  Mayor Corbett asked if we had put this out for bid.  The clerk advised that we had a number of years ago and the bid was awarded to Phillips & Jordan and has been renewed with them ever since.  The contract is based upon the equipment and services used at an hourly rate.  If the contract is extended, we need to extend the contract through the end of hurricane season.

     The next item on the agenda is beach rules.  Councilwoman Edelman advised that she forwarded the previously discussed and agreed upon issues by Council from the last workshop regarding the beach to David Schwerd.  Council wanted to conform to most of the issues adopted by the County with a few exceptions.  David has prepared a draft ordinance for Council to consider addressing those issues.   Council reviewed the draft ordinance.  Councilwoman Edelman suggested that Sec. 16-2 should include “including the beach” following municipal limits.  Mayor Corbett suggested that fireworks should be defined.  Under Sec. 16-19 definition of Aquatic Activity, the last sentence “This shall not include any activities taking place on the platform of the pier” should be deleted.  David will remove any other references to piers.  Under section 16-28 Council wants this section to be kept as previously adopted with no change.  Under section 16-35 the Mayor suggested as agreed upon by Council that this be rewritten to allow for grills and cookers.  Under section 16-36 (b) we should add tents no larger than 12 x 12, can’t have guide wires extending beyond the perimeter.  David will add the County’s language regarding tents.  Section 16-38, will need to be rewritten indicating police authority only.  Council also discussed the Town making a floatation device on the beach available for emergencies.  David will make the discussed changes to the ordinance and forward to Council for their review at the town meeting.

     The next item is second reading of Ordinance #2011-02 to amend Chapter 28 Section 6 regarding speed limits within the town limits.  With no changes proposed, Council will vote second reading at the Town meeting.

     The next item is first reading of Ordinance #2011-03 regarding animals.  At the last workshop, Council discussed the need to amend our existing ordinance to address concerns with a current issue relating to the number of dogs a resident has.  Council had requested that David draft an ordinance for Council’s consideration.  In reviewing the draft ordinance, Chief Lamparter made some suggestions.  He recommended that we need a grandfather section to address current residents.  Council also needs to determine a reasonable number of dogs that would be allowable.  He also suggested that the Town have a fee schedule that would require a higher fee for dogs that are not spayed or neutered.  We also should exempt service animals.  The big issue is determining a reasonable number of dogs allowed.  David will research the issue to see if he can come up with a basis for determining this figure.  For the meantime, Council will table this for now.  

     The next item on the agenda is second reading of Ordinance #2011-04 to amend the election ordinance.  With no changes proposed and no discussion, Council will vote on second reading at the Town meeting.

     Mayor Corbett then called for committee reports.  Councilwoman Edelman reported under the Stormwater/Lake Committee that Gary Forester has offered to come to our meeting to provide information on irrigation during a drought.  The committee will have a meeting next week.  Mayor Corbett suggested that we ask Mr. Forester to write an article to post on our website as it would get more exposure with residents.  Councilwoman Edelman advised that the lakes are 18” down.  The Mayor suggested that we draft an ordinance requiring a permit to use the lakes for irrigation.

     Council reviewed the agenda for the Town meeting next Monday.  Old business will include second readings of Ordinance #2011-02 speed limits and Ordinance #2011-04 elections along with committee reports.  New business will include first reading of Ordinance #2011-05 beach rules.

     With no further discussion, Herron made a motion to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:26pm.
