     The Council workshop was held on Monday, November 14, 2011 at 7:30 pm in the Town office.

It was noted that Councilman Elect Huston Huffman and Councilman Elect Richard Dwyer were in attendance.

     With a quorum present, Mayor ProTem Pell called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.  The first item on the agenda is the second reading of Ordinance #2011-10 Rental Provisions.  The Council had first reading in title only at the last town meeting.  Mayor ProTem Pell advised that in his discussion with David Schwerd, he felt that this should be handled as a zoning issue.  This would require that the Planning Commission hold a public hearing and make their recommendations to the Council for consideration.  The Council discussed some issues that will need to be considered.  One issue is the allowable term for a rental.  Council felt that six months to a year would be a reasonable time for a rental.  Council agreed that we do not want vacation rentals.  Councilwoman Edelman suggested that the single family issue should also be addressed.  Renting a part of a residence should be considered a commercial enterprise and should be enforced.  A resident suggested that renters should be made aware of Town ordinances.  Chief Lamparter suggested that the rental agreement should be in writing and filed with the Town office.  Mayor ProTem Pell advised that we will remove this from the agenda and start the process through the Planning Commission.

     The next item on the agenda is the status of the audit transition.  Councilwoman Stewart reported that we started with a new auditor at a considerable reduction in cost.  This auditor came highly recommended.  We have submitted the samples requested and are still working on questions required for the audit.  We had contacted the audit as we felt that some of these questions were developed for larger entities.  Councilwoman Stewart spoke to the partner of the firm and he agreed to revise the list of questions based upon our operation.  We expect that the audit will be completed by the end of the year.

     The next item on the agenda is security cameras.  Chief Lamparter advised that the Dunes HOA is holding a meeting on Thursday to discuss security cameras.  He plans to attend as their security company will be providing a demonstration with samples of both daytime and night time.  This will provide him the opportunity to obtain the cost and specs for that system.  He believes that they plan to do something similar to what we have discussed.  The Chief noted that the existing lighting that we have at the entrances will not do the job.  He will report the information from the meeting at the next workshop.  The Chief also advised that he thinks that we should consider having Mr. Files monitor the system that we decide on.

     The next item on the agenda is committee reports.  Councilwoman Stewart reported that a resident reported an underground #2 diesel oil tank on Center Drive.  She had requested that Council consider an ordinance for underground tanks as smaller tanks are not regulated.  She has done a lot of investigation on this matter.  Councilwoman Edelman has spoken to Tom Garigen who is looking into this matter as he feels that this could be a stormwater issue.  Councilman Pell advised that he will also check with David Schwerd.  Once we get information from Tom Garigen and David Schwerd, we will decide how to proceed.

     Councilwoman Edelman reported that she spoke to Mr. Richard Karkowski and Walter Warren of Thomas & Hutton concerning the sewer system at Ocean View/Beach Drive.  They are stalled on the issue of repayment to the LLC if Myrtle Beach would pay for the grinder stations who would get priority.  Council felt that this needs to be separated from the issue on what is the best, most efficient, most effective, and least costly way of finishing the system.  Then we will need to figure out how they will get paid.  Councilwoman Edelman stated that she advised them that they need to separate these issues.  Councilwoman Edelman also advised that Thomas Samaha (Town Landscaper) is repairing the catch basins on Cedar at a estimated cost of $1,200.

     Councilwoman Stewart reported that we have been taking down some hazardous dead trees throughout the Town.  She advised that she posted pictures of one of the really bad trees that was hollow on the Town’s website.  We are looking at the tree at Middle Gate/Patterson as it is hollow and should be removed.  She has not made a decision on this tree yet.

     In reviewing an agenda for the town meeting, Council had no business to discuss at the Town meeting and felt that the meeting should be cancelled.  Mayor ProTem Pell advised that he will talk to the Mayor and advise the clerk.

     With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
