WHEREAS, the Council for the Town of Briarcliffe Acres finds that:

(1)  A four year term of office for the Mayor and staggered four year terms of office for the Council will better enable the Town government to serve the citizens.

(2) This amendment will enhance the efficiency and continuity of government for the Town, and promote the Mayor and the Council to focus on long term solutions to issues important to the Town.

WHEREAS, the Town of Briarcliffe Acres is concerned with providing its Citizens with the most efficient and effective form of government,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF BRIARCLIFFE ACRES, SOUTH CAROLINA, IN COUNCIL DULY ASSEMBLED, THAT CHAPTER 2 OF THE TOWN OF BRIARCLIFFE ACRES CODE OF ORDINANCES SHALL BE AND IS HEREBY AMENDED BY AMENDING SECTION 2.103 TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Chapter 2, Section 2.103 Terms of Office

Commencing with the general election of November 2011, the term of office for the Mayor shall be for four years and the term of office for Council shall be four years as herein described;  the Council Candidate who receives the highest number of votes shall have a four year term, the Candidate with the second highest number of votes shall have a four year term, the Candidates who receive the third and fourth highest number of votes shall have a two year term of office.  Should the number of votes be tied between two Candidates, the typing Candidates will decide their respective Term of Office with a simple coin toss, the loser then becoming the next highest vote getter.  In the general election of November 2013 there shall be an election for two Council members to serve a term of four years, thereafter there shall be an election every two years for two members of Council.
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Chapter 2, Section 2.103.1 Effective Date:

This ordinance will become effective upon passing of second reading and the approval of the US Department of Justice.
